 VACATION REGISTRATION 
 
 
The primary objective of the Geneva Police Department's Vacation Registration Program is to 
reduce the potential of residential burglaries while the owner/resident is away for an extended 
period of time. The requisite qualifications for this service are as follows: 1) the residence has to be 
located within the corporate limits of Geneva; 2) the residence must be vacant for more than 48 
consecutive hours but NOT longer than 30 days; 3) the owner/resident must give written permission 
for officers of the Geneva Police Department to enter onto the property to conduct security checks 
and/or to investigate suspected problems. 
 
If you wish to participate in this program, please complete the attached Vacation Registration form 
and return it to the Geneva Police Department. 
 
If you would like to have an officer come to your house and conduct a residential security check 
before you leave on your vacation or business trip, please call 232-4736 or leave your name and 
number with the police department. A detective will get back to you and set up an appointment. 
(Note:  please allow up to five days for scheduling.) 
 
 Also consider: 
 
1. Alerting your neighbors of your plans and request that they report anything suspicious 

IMMEDIATELY to the police department. 
 
2. Arranging for your residence to look normal, i.e., have your grass cut, snow shoveled, insure 

that mail and newspaper deliveries are either collected or stopped.
